2008 Fulbright Prize Call for Nominations

Since 1993, the J. William Fulbright Prize for International Understanding has been one of our Association’s most significant initiatives.  The quality of the program rests on the nominations received from you.  Thus, we invite you to submit a nomination for the 2008 Fulbright Prize and to encourage others to do so as well.  The prize recognizes outstanding contributions to bringing peoples, cultures, and nations to a better understanding of others.  Individuals, teams, and organizations in any field may be nominated.  The $50,000 prize is funded by a grant from The Coca-Cola Foundation.

Although previous laureates are known primarily for their work in politics, diplomacy, or international relations, the Fulbright Prize may also be awarded to recognize achievements that have promoted international understanding through other fields.  We particularly seek nominations in the arts and humanities, the sciences, community development, NGOs, and business.              

To make nominations, please review the selection criteria below. We discourage nominations that consist simply of the name of a well-known individual.  The most important part of your nomination is your rationale. 

Please do not arrange to have multiple nominations submitted for a single candidate.  One nomination per nominee ensures consideration.  You may, however, nominate more than one candidate, using a separate form for each.  You may also request to have your name held in confidence.  If you have submitted a nomination before and would like it reactivated, please send a letter to this effect, with any new supporting materials you would like to include.  Self-nominations are discouraged.  

The Prize laureate is chosen by an international Selection Committee whose members’ identities remain confidential until the laureate is announced to safeguard the integrity of the selection process.  The committee’s work is kept confidential.  We hope you will take the important step of making a nomination for the 2008 Fulbright Prize.  We look forward to hearing from you. 
Selection Criteria
The J. William Fulbright Prize for International Understanding honors the largest and most significant educational exchange program in history, as well as the career and spirit of its creator, the late Senator J. William Fulbright of Arkansas.

The Fulbright Prize recognizes and rewards outstanding contributions toward bringing peoples, cultures, or nations to greater understanding of others.  Considered for the Prize will be individuals, groups, or organizations whose contributions have made a substantial impact in breaking through the barriers that divide humankind.

In administering this Prize, the Fulbright Association and its cooperating international and U.S. associates seek:  (1) to provide substantial recognition to those who dedicate their energies to improving international understanding and (2) to encourage new generations to undertake life commitments to international understanding.    

Requirements
1. The nominees may be living individuals, a cohesive team or group of individuals working in identical or closely related fields, organizations, or institutions. 

2. The achievements may be either specific in time or may reflect a long period of significant and continuing work. 

3. The contributions of nominees ought to be sufficiently noteworthy as to be recognized outside the nominees' countries. 

4. Nominees may be citizens or residents of any country. 

5. Nominees, under normal circumstances, must be in sufficiently good health to attend the award ceremony, to present a substantive address on their work and aspirations, and possibly to give one or more lectures as appropriate.
